Milford Brook School places the safety and well-being of its school community as a top priority. An Emergency
Management team ensures that procedures are in place and practiced for myriad situations -- as per state law. A district
security director and building administration review procedures and practices with the staff table top scenarios to further
prepare. In addition, each school has implemented the use of a security software system called the Passage Point
Visitor Management System which is designed to allow registered parents/guardians the ability to notify the school of an
intended visit, while ensuring proper identification is submitted. Furthermore, the school implements a Response to
Intervention (RTI) model as a component of a successful educational program. It provides rapid intervention as soon as
a child experiences difficulty in acquiring a particular skill in a designated subject area or behavior.

The purpose of the Problem Solving Team is
to use the expertise of our various specialists (LDTC, counselor, psychologist, speech/language therapist,
administration, intervention teachers, and ELL staff) within the building to develop targeted intervention plans for
students referred to the team. Decisions for research-based interventions are determined using data from assessments

ML and progress monitoring. Student growth is continously monitored every six to eight weeks. Character education is also
N N Other Information: an important element to ensuring the well-being of our students.
