At Wemrock Brook School, we strive to instill a culture of kindness and good character throughout the building. We
accomplish this goal in a multitude of ways. Each morning, students participate in a morning meeting in their classroom
to help build classroom community. As a school, we build community through our Year of Kindness program. Students
participate in spirit days and classroom activities focused on “choosing kind.” Furthermore, students are encouraged to
“ROAR” throughout the building. ROAR stands for Responsible, Organized, Accepting, and Respectful. When students

demonstrate these expected behaviors, they are recognized by receiving a Wonderful Wildcat slip.

In addition, Wemrock Brook participates in a Student of the Month Initiative to focus on good character. By focusing on
good character, it helps our students understand the importance of their words and actions.
