As we
continue to navigate the ever-evolving digital landscape, it is crucial that we take the time to
emphasize the importance of instilling good digital citizenship values in our children. In today's
interconnected world, where technology plays an integral role in our daily lives, it is essential
that we guide our children to become responsible and respectful digital citizens.

The Manalapan-Englishtown Regional School District is committed not only to providing a
comprehensive education but also to preparing our students to navigate the digital world safely
and ethically. Just as we teach them to be kind and respectful in person, it is equally important to
encourage these behaviors online. This includes being mindful of their digital footprint,
respecting others' privacy, and using technology responsibly.

In collaboration with the Manalapan Township Police Department, we have prepared a short
Public Service Announcement (PSA) regarding the use of technology, including but not limited
to social media and smartphones.
