Dear Parent/Guardian:

Today, we introduced the concept of a “Bully-Free ELC.” Kindergarten students were shown a virtual Anti-Bullying Assembly, where we discussed keeping the ELC safe from bullying. During the assembly, the students viewed a video, “Howard B. Wigglebottom Learns about Bullies,” where Howard learns that when he remembers to “Be Brave, Be Bold, A Teacher Must be Told,” the school staff helps him to feel safe. Later on in the week, kindergarten students will also view a virtual assembly where Mrs. LoGatto (Counselor), Officer Tony (School Security Officer) and Mrs. Tice (Assistant Principal) discuss our roles in keeping all of our students safe, as well as presenting important bus safety rules. In our preschool programs, classroom teachers led a discussion about being nice to our friends.
